Communities and practices refer to activities in which members who share
common values, interests, and identities interact to create knowledge or
solve social problems. The key is to strengthen solidarity through
participation and cooperation in village communities and educational
communities, and to create practical changes such as care, environmental
education, aand autonomy Therefore, the church community should work with
the social community

1. Meaning of Community of Practice

1. Concept: A concept proposed by cognitive anthropologists Jean Rebe
and Etienne Wenger in 1991, is a group where members share common
problems or interests together, creating knowledge and learning
through practice.
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Characteristics: Beyond simple gatherings, it values meaning sharing
through practice, and knowledge is formed through interaction among
community members.

. Key Areas and Examples of Community Practice

Village community: It is a form in which residents directly solve
problems in the area, take care of each other (childcare, safety, etc.),
and practice solidarity and participation. Because it pursues a life of
coexistence based on communication, consideration, and symbiosis,
the church must actively participate in the community activities of its
residents

Educational Community: As schools and communities work together to
reexplore and practice the value of education through environmental
education, project learning, and field networks, churches must actively
participate in church spaces and activities that the community needs

Community housing: Since it is a form of housing that uses shared
spaces (kitchen, living room) to practice personal and communal life
together, it is necessary to provide the facilities of the church to be
used together

. Purpose and Effect of Community Practice

Problem solving and solidarity: Since it is necessary to solve problems
directly related to the lives of residents and strengthen social solidarity
and cooperation, the church must also actively participate in
evangelism

Knowledge/Experience Sharing: In order to create new value and
improve citizenship by sharing practical experience in the field, we
share manpower and talents with the church for the community, which
has an impact on evangelism

Sustainable Society: Churches must actively participate because they
need to find a sustainable way of life for future generations through
environmental education, village care, etc.
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Since small actions within the community increase the sense of
accomplishment of members and are the foundation for creating a healthier
society, the church actively participates in the community and shares the
places, facilities, and hearts of the church so that the community can help the
community.
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
