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The mission vision aims to spread the gospel throughout the world in
accordance with the Great Commission of Jesus Christ (Matthew 28:19-20)
and to expand the kingdom of God to unreached areas across cultures and
geographical barriers. This is a core direction of the church community that
helps the saints live a missionary life through missionary sending, support,
discipleship, and service.
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Key mission vision components:
1. Biblical basis: Based on Isaiah 49:6 and Matthew 28:19~20, preach the
light of salvation to the nations.

2. Core Values: Supporting Sent and Cooperative Missionaries,
Evangelizing Unreached Peoples, Training Local Leaders.

3. Missional Church: Recognizing that the church is sent into the world
and embodying the gospel in the field of life.

4. Comprehensive mission: Mission that goes beyond evangelism and
includes service, sharing, and social responsibility (service).

5. Generational participation: The whole generation participates in
missions through short-term missions, vision trips, prayers, etc.

Specifically, it appears in the form of large-scale movements (00 churches)
such as sending 2,000 missionaries or partnerships through communities and
cell groups (000 churches).
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
