opinions among the Jews were divided—some
claimed, "Jesus is a good man," while others assert-
ed, "He misleads the crowds" (v. 12)—and conse-
quently, they sought to seize and kill Him, compelling
Jesus to carry out His ministry as if He were unknown
even to those who knew Him.
